Cloud Main Street. Additional services for the gateway were provided by G.E.C., Johnston’s Surveying, and 
Dr. Mark Colburn. The combination of each companies in kind services totaled $140,600.00, which includes 
the cash donation provided by OUC. Each contributor will be featured among plaques that will be placed on 
the stone base of the gateway.
